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GENERAL STATEMENT
Our policy is to ensure that appropriate first aid arrangements are in place for our children, staff and any visitors to our premises.  This includes providing sufficiently trained employees for our needs and maintaining an adequate supply of first aid equipment.
All classrooms have their own first aid box plus there is a first aid bag for lunchtime supervisors and a first aid cabinet in the school hall.

THE LEGAL POSITION
The school has a duty of care under The Health and Safety (First Aid) Regulations 1981 to promote the health, safety and welfare of all pupils, school personnel and school visitors by providing adequate first aid equipment and school personnel qualified in first aid.  We are required to review this regularly to ensure that our current provision is adequate.

The school will ensure that under the Reporting of Injuries, Diseases and Dangerous Occurrences Regulations 1995 (RIDDOR) that all accidents resulting in death, major injury or the prevention of the injured person undertaking their normal work for more than three days will be reported to the Health and Safety Executive (HSE)

AIMS
· To provide adequate first aid provision and medical care for pupils and school personnel.

· To have in place qualified first aid personnel who are aware of hygiene and infection control procedures.

· To have in place adequate first aid equipment

· To have in place excellent lines of communication with the emergency services and other external agencies.

RESPONSIBILITIES
	Role of Trustees, Directors and Governors
	Delegate powers and responsibilities to the Headteacher to ensure the school complies with The Health and Safety (First Aid) Regulations 1981 and the Reporting of Injuries, Diseases and Dangerous Occurrences Regualations 1995

	Role of Headteacher
	· Ensure the school complies with the above regulations

· Ensure that nominated people are suitably trained and have access to first aid equipment

· Ensure that all staff are trained in first aid arrangements.

· Monitors and evaluates this policy

	Role of Nominated Person
	· Ensure that sufficient school personnel are trained in first aid arrangements

· Ensure that there are adequate stocks of first aid equipment

· Ensure that first aid containers are maintained and positioned at appropriate locations around the school

· Ensure that all accidents and injuries are recorded and reported

· Provide support and guidance to all school personnel

· Review and monitor new developments and resources

· Ensure that staff are aware of children who have epipens, inhalers etc.

	Role of School Personnel
	· Must be aware of first aid arrangements

· Must respond promptly to all requests for assistance, summoning further help if necessary

· Look after the casualty until recovery has taken place or further medical assistance has arrived.

· Must inform parents of any serious accident especially head injuries and give details of first aid administered - If parents cannot be reached then a member of the Senior Management Team or the Nominated Person will make the appropriate decisions.

· Undertake training in first aid if appropriate
· Be aware of pupils with specific medical problems
· Report and record all accidents and first aid treatment administered

· Staff on visits out of school are expected to carry a first aid kit with them.

	Role of Parents
	Must inform the school of child’s medical history that may be a cause for concern


	Recording Accidents and Injuries
	All accidents and injuries will be:

· Recorded in the Accident Book in the School Office with full details

· Reported to parents in person, by letter, phone or email

All accidents involving loss of life, major injury or preventing the injured person undertaking their normal work for more than three days must be reported to the Health and Safety Executive (HSE)

	First Aid Resources
	The school medical room must contain

· First aid equipment

· Disposable gloves

· Disposable plastic bags for waste

	Hygiene and Control of Infection
	It is recommended that any member of the school personnel who has a cut or abrasion or a skin condition on their hands, arms or face should avoid contact with blood.

School personnel who come into contact with blood or other bodily fluids such as vomit, urine and excreta must:

· Wear disposable gloves and apron

· Dispose of dressings, gloves and aprons in sealed plastic bags

· Take care when removing contaminated gloves

· Wash hands thoroughly with hot soapy water and wash any clothing that becomes contaminated. 

	Monitoring the effectiveness of the Policy
	The effectiveness of this policy will be reviewed when the need arises and the necessary recommendations for improvement will be made to the Trustees.


SHORT TERM PRESCRIPTIONS
On the Junior site we operate a common sense policy with regard to short term prescriptions for our pupils – parents are able to bring in prescription medicines to administer through the day, however this will remain the responsibility of the parents and staff will not be held responsible if they or the child forget to take the medicine at the appropriate time.   Such medicines can be stored in the office fridge if necessary.  However if the prescription is in the form of a cream to be put on the skin then this will remain the responsibility of the parent.

Children who need an asthma inhaler are advised to keep a spare inhaler in school.

HEADLICE
Staff are not allowed to touch children and examine them for headlice.  If staff suspect a child to have headlice then parents should be informed.  If live headlice are spotted then the parents will be asked to remove their child from school until treatment has been made.
