We are delighted to share with you the outcome of our recent SIAMS (Statutory Inspection of Anglican 
and Methodist Schools) inspection. We are incredibly proud of the report, which recognises the many 
strengths of our school community and reflects the hard work, care and commitment shown by our 
children, staff and families every day. 

The inspection highlights that King Ina Church of England Academy “is living up to its foundation as a 
Church school and is enabling pupils and adults to flourish.” This reflects our shared vision:
